Find out how long ago the Etruscan civilization flourished (the Authors’ Note at the end of the book can help) and where they lived.

For a long time, people wondered where the Etruscans came from, but now anthropologists think they’ve discovered their origin. Find out what some theories were and what is generally agreed upon now.

How do archaeologists work? Check out some books from the library that explain their techniques. What are the strings that Hector sees used for?

Do you think time-travel is possible? If so, what would happen if you traveled to the past and did something that made your grandfather never meet your grandmother? Then you’d never be born. If you were never born, you couldn’t prevent your grandfather from meeting your grandmother. Then your grandfather would have met your grandmother, and you would have been born. How could you be never born and born?

After reading

The Etruscans ate dinner lying on one side on a couch with a short table in front of them with food on it. This means that they had to eat things that could be eaten with one hand, as they’d be leaning on one elbow (since most people are right-handed, they rested on their left side, leaving the right hand free to eat with). What did they eat? What foods that are common today were unavailable to people in Europe in ancient times? Put on an Etruscan banquet using food that can be eaten with one hand, and that the Etruscans could have had.

Draw a map of the area where most of the story takes place: the town of Sporfieri, the archaeological dig, the boulder, the stream, the olive tree where Hector rests.

Make a model of an Etruscan temple.

Find some Etruscan frescoes on-line or in a book. Can you learn anything about Etruscan life from them? What can you find in them that’s reflected in On Etruscan Time? Frescoes were a popular art-form in Italy for a long time. Find some from the Roman Empire, the Middle Ages, and the Renaissance, and compare them with the Etruscan ones.

Human sacrifice was common in many ancient cultures. There’s no direct evidence that Etruscans had human sacrifices, but at least one archaeologist thinks he’s found hints that they did. Find out which societies performed this and why—there were many different reasons.

Questions to think about
Hector gets so caught up in helping Arath that the two boys don’t spend any time talking about the modern world. What would you tell a person from an ancient Etruscan village about your life? How would you explain things like space travel, the Internet, electricity?

If you could go back in time and change one moment in history, what would it be? How would you do it?

Hector has a problem: nobody listens to him. When he goes to ancient Etruria, this problem becomes really serious because if nobody can hear him, he can’t do anything to save Arath. How can people make sure that others pay attention to them?

Hector resists going to Italy because he’d rather stay with his friends. Have you ever been reluctant to do something that turns out well despite your hesitation to do it?
